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Center Block: ' ‘
1. Mark the center point of each of
the four edges then trim the corners . ‘

2. Cut each 3-5/8" squares in half N

diagonally once.

3. Sew a 3-5/8" black leat half-square triangle to

each of the cream and gold ﬂ ﬂ
leaf half-square triangles.

4. Make four units of cach configuration using the

gold/black halt-square

triangle sets.

5. Cut the 6-3/8" grass squares Ll EA
in half diagonally, one in one direction and one in

the other direction as the squares are placed face
up with the directional design laying top up.

6. Using the cream/gold/black ' m .

units, remaining 3-5/8" black

leaf half-square triangles, 3-1/4"
black-square triangles and 6-3/8"
grass half-square triangles make the
four corner centers.

7. Add the four comer units
to the center moose piece
cut in Step #1. Place the
corner units so the

grass triangles are with the
print top up.

First Border

1. Stitch a 1-1/2" x 44" black leaf strip to right and
left sides of quilt. Press and trim excess. Add
remaining border strips to the top and bottom of
quilt, press and trim.

Pieced Border
1. Draw a diagonal line across the wrong |2
side of all the light blue leaf 2-1/2" squares

2. Make flying geese units by laying a 2-1/2"
marked square right sides together on one end of a
2-1/2" x 4-1/2" navy rectangle. Stitch along the
marked line.
Trim seam
allowance to

1/4". Repeat

with a second I

square on the other side
of the rectangle.

3. Make two side borders each with six navy/water
flying geese units. Add borders to right and left
sides of quilt referring to the quilt diagram.

4. Make a top border as shown in quilt diagram.
Make a second border for bottom. Add borders.

Finishing

1. Add 1-1/2" x 44" rust strips in the same manner
as the First Border.

2. Sew the 4-1/2" x 45" pond scenic print to right
and left sides of quilt. Press and trim.

3. Piece two borders each with 4-1/2" x 30" pond
print strips, matching the design as much as
possible. Add, press and trim borders.

4. Layer the backing, batting and quilt top. Quilt
or tie as desired.

5. Carefully trim backing and batting even with
quilt top.

6. Make and add binding with four 2-1/2" x 44"
brown print strip.
