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3. Referring to the quilt diagram use the template
cut pieces to make the number of blocks needed
for the quilt center as shown below:

Select one Template A piece and Template B piece
that will make up one of the blocks shown in the
quilt diagram.
Fold each piece in half along the curved edge and
mark. Right sides together, lay the two pieces with
the center points together
and pin.

Gently curve the two narrow ends of the Template
A shape and pin them to the Template B piece
matching the 90 degree corners - pin.

Pin more frequently if needed.

Stitch 1/4" in from curved edge. Clip curved edge
1/8" if needed to ease the seam together.

Press seam to
Template A piece.

4. Lay out all the blocks in four rows of four
blocks each as shown in the quilt diagram. Stitch
the blocks into rows then sew the rows together.

Borders:

1. Piece two borders of 44" strips each in the
following order: 1-1/2" black dot, 2-1/2" black
plaid, 1-1/2" black dot, 2-1/2" black paisley then
1-1/2" black dot.

2. Piece two borders of 44" strips each in the
following order: 1-1/2" black dot, 2-1/2" red
plaid, 1-1/2" black dot, 2-1/2" cream paisley then
1-1/2" black dot.

3. Mark the center point of each of the four
borders and four sides of the quilt. Refer to quilt
diagram for border placement.

4. Matching center points, stitch the right and left
borders to quilt top and press to border - do not
trim.

5. Matching center points, sew the top and bottom
borders on starting and stopping at the right and
left border seams . Press borders out.

6. Fold the ends of the top and bottom borders 45
degrees until they form a mitered comer. Press
then pin the miter. Hand or machine stitch the
comers. Trim excess from wrong side of quilt.

7. Prepare binding from four 2-1/2" x 44" strips of
black dot. Sew strips together into one long
binding strip. Press strip in half lengthwise.

8. Carefully trim backing and batting even with
quilt top.

9. Leaving an 8" tail of binding, sew binding to
top of quilt through all layers matching all raw
edges. Miter corners. Stop approximately 12" from
where you started. Lay both loose ends of binding
flat along quilt edge. Where these two loose ends
meet, fold them back on themselves and press to
form a crease. Using this crease as your stitching
line, sew the two open ends of the binding together
right sides together. Trim seam to 1/4" and press
open. Finish sewing tape to quilt.

10. Turn binding to back of quilt and blind stitch
in place.
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Trace templates onto
template plastic. Cut out
each shape and label.
